But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, Meekness, temperance: 
against such there is no law."   Galatians 5:22-23  

The fruit of walking in God's Word outweighs the fruit of walking in the world.  

Hank was an ordinary boy growing up in San Francisco in the early 1900s. He loved to play outside with friends, wasn't 
too keen on school, and most of all loved sports, particularly basketball. However, Hank had a problem. He never was 
too good at shooting the ball with two hands, as most coaches taught. Despite trying hard to shoot with two hands, Hank 
simply could not score that way. Determined to play basketball like his friends, Hank spent hours practicing shooting. He 
tried different shots, different styles of tosses, and many forms of shooting. After much practice he noticed that he could 
score if he shot with one hand. Granted his shot was a jerky motion, but he always seemed to score with that shot.  

Hank tried out for his high school basketball team and shockingly made the team despite his coach's dislike of his shot. 
He excelled in basketball and upon graduating was recruited by Stanford University to play basketball. While at Stanford 
he became a pioneer of the one-handed shot. He posted the first ever fifty-point game against Duquesne and led his 
team to upset the number one team in the nation for the NCAA Championship in 1936. Although he never played in the 
NBA, Hank was named the second-best basketball player of the century behind George Mikan in 1950. Hank Luisetti 
made an impact on the sport of basketball as a result of his inability to score with two hands.  

Hank could have given up on basketball altogether, yet his persistence and hard work led to his transforming the game 
of basketball into the one-handed, jump shot game we know today. The benefits of his hard work were evident.  

Walking in the Spirit can help us resist the devil's attacks. Our defense against the devil is our walk with God. While our 
daily spiritual walk helps us resist the devil, our spiritual walk also reaps many benefits, which are listed in our verses 
today. Notice the characteristics that are developed as fruit of walking with the Spirit.  
¶ Love. Spending time with God will cultivate not only a deeper love for Him, but also a greater love for others.  
¶ Joy. Daily time with God produces a joy and thankfulness that cannot be affected by circumstances or problems.  
¶ Peace. Even when the battle rages and problems arise, a Christian who daily walks with God can feel peace, 

knowing He is in control.  
¶ Longsuffering. Longsuffering, or patience, can be difficult to display, yet by spending time with Christ and walking 

in His Spirit each day, Christians can show patience in even the most trying of circumstances.  
¶ Gentleness/Goodness. Gentleness and goodness, or kindness, is not often shown in our world, yet Christians 

ought to be different. God helps those who walk with Him show kindness to others.  
¶ Faith. Trusting God comes as you strengthen the relationship between you and your Heavenly Father through daily 

time with Him.  
¶ Meekness and Temperance. God desires that you would react to others with a meek and tempered (not angry) 

spirit, even when others are upset. Reacting kindly is not natural which is why you must allow God to control your 
spirit when dealing with others.  

God desires to give you all these characteristics as well as help you fight the devil's attacks, yet you must take time to 
meet with Him each day.  

How often do you meet with God? Are you daily walking in His Spirit? Walking with God means listening to His guidance 
and following His plan. If you haven't already today, take a few minutes to talk with God. Listen to the guidance of His 
will and allow Him to bless you with the fruit of His Spirit today.
